Statement on sustainable growth 

5.1
Creative Scotland is committed to promoting and increasing sustainable growth through the exercise of its functions. During, 2016/17, Creative Scotland invested more than £67.2 million, from both grant-in-aid and National Lottery funding, in artists and cultural organisations over 1,100 different projects. This includes direct investment in organisations and individuals that are core to a thriving arts and culture sector; a sector which makes a vital contribution to the well-being of the people of Scotland, both socially and economically.

Some examples of how Creative Scotland supports sustainable growth include:

1. Funding of £500,000 was allocated from core grant-in-aid for development work undertaken in support of the Creative Industries Strategy, which was published in May 2016. This strategy aims to support the development of sustainable creative businesses through a range of infrastructure, research and events projects. During the year 41 projects received funding, including alternative finance events, research into credit unions and studio provision and professional development activities for the design and games sectors.

2. Our large scale capital programme supports sustainable growth and continued throughout 2016/17, with approval given in the year for £900,000 of funding for the development of the Hospitalfield arts centre in Arbroath.

Efficiency statement

6.1
Creative Scotland continues to be focused on efficiency savings, and the following activities are being taken forward to continue improving efficiency, effectiveness and economy. During 2016/17, we achieved a number of savings as noted below.

1. Estates- During the year we identified a number of savings in our estates costs including:

· Re-location of our Glasgow office from 249 West George Street to the Lighthouse, Mitchell Lane. This move took place in May 2016 and will lead to future savings in our estates costs through reduced rent, rates and utility bills.

· Continuing to sublet excess office space at our Waverly Gate office in Edinburgh to Transport Scotland for the Edinburgh Trams Inquiry  

2. Procurement- we continued to work with the Scottish Government procurement service to organise procurement activity and to support in the tendering of goods and services. During the year we completed tenders for telephone services, legal services and HR consultancy.
3. Joint working with the Heritage Lottery Fund for the purposes of monitoring of capital projects.
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
