
Scotland’s Creative Industries Partnership
Terms of Reference
1. The Aims of SCIP
 

Scotland’s Creative Industries Partnership (SCIP) was established in 2009 by the Scottish Government and is chaired by Creative Scotland. 

 

The membership of SCIP comprises national public agencies that work together to support the development of the creative industries in Scotland. 

 

Through providing information and advice, identifying opportunities, and co-ordinating strategic interventions, each agency provides appropriate and effective support.

 

2. Roles and Responsibilities
 
SCIP meets quarterly to: share intelligence, research and knowledge on the creative industries; provide advice on and 
co-ordinate a strategic response to needs and opportunities; and clarify and signpost agency support. 

 

SCIP is focused on the growth of Scotland’s creative industries in terms of employment, business development and sustainability.

 

As well as their economic worth, SCIP recognises the importance of the cultural and social values of the creative industries, plus their creative value to the wider economy.

4. Expectations of Members

To ensure representation at a level appropriate to the level of strategic decision-making required by SCIP.

To attend each meeting and, where this is not possible, to arrange for an informed representative to attend.

To take ownership of the actions identified and to be responsible for reporting back.

5. Membership and Meeting Structure

SCIP meets quarterly.

SCIP is comprised of representatives of each member: this representative should have the appropriate specialist knowledge and level of authority.

The Cabinet Secretary for Culture and External Affairs is to attend, as and when considered appropriate.

SCIP can invite other members to join the group.

CS is to be represented alongside the CEO at the heads of department level, as above.
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
